Investors of one Contracting Party whose investments suffer losses in the territory of the other
Contracting Party as a result of war, civil disturbance or other similar circumstances shall be
accorded a treatment, as regards restitution, indemnification, compensation or other types of
settlement, no less favourable than that which the latter Contracting Party accords to investors
of a third State or its own investors as regards to any measure it takes in relation to such
losses.

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Article 11
Application of the Agreement

This Agreement shall apply to all investments made by investors of either Contracting Party in
the territory of the other Contracting Party made from 1 January 2004, but shall not apply to
any dispute concerning an investment or any claim which arose, or was settled, before its entry
into force.

Article 12
Entry into force and Duration of the Agreement

I. Each Contracting Party shall notify the other Contracting Party in writing of the completion
of internal State procedures required for the entry into force of this Agreement. This
Agreement shall enter into force on the date of the latter of the two notifications.

2. This Agreement shall remain in force for a period of fifteen (15) years. Upon expiration of
this period it shall automatically extend for subsequent periods of five (5) vears unless one
Contracting Party shall notify the other Contracting Party in writing at least twelve months in
advance of its intention to terminate this Agreement.

3. This Agreement may be amended in writing by mutual consent of the Contracting Parties.
Any amendment shall enter into force after each Contracting Party has notified the other
Contracting Party in writing that it-has completed all internal State-requirements for the entry
into force of such amendment.
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4. With respect to investments made prior to the date of termination of this Agreement the
provisions of all other articles of this Agreement shall continue in effect for a period of fifieen
(13} years after the date of its termination.

DONE in Moscow on 03 March 2015 in duplicate in the [Chmer, Russian and English
languages, all texts being equally authentic. In case of any divergence of interpretation, the
English texts shall be applied.
